Role of Your Center for Student Advising
Adyvisor or School Advisor:
e Discuss first- and second-year
requirements
e Discuss non-technical requirements
and electives
Discuss general degree requirements
e Direct you to additional resources
and support mechanisms
e Help with other issues, concerns or
questions

Your Role: Advising is a two-way
relationship.
e Be proactive and let your adviser
know you want to meet.
e Have an agenda of what you want to
explore with your adviser.
e Do not wait until the day you need an
answer to reach out to your adviser.
e Follow-up on referrals and resources
suggested by your adviser.
¢ Do not expect your faculty adviser to
have all of the answers to all of your
questions.
